Group K had the responsibility to share the topics
of Prevention of Mother to Child Transmission of HIV/AIDS, Prevention between Couples of HIV/AIDS and did it
successfully in the rural sector of Lagunillas de Rayon. Condoms and pregnancy tests were provided to attendees.
