� Annual VBS & Advent/Christmas materials were produced and distributed 

� Two hundred women have been trained as community-based, primary health workers and continue to 

receive ongoing education through classes each semester 

� 10,000 people or more are reached annually by the volunteer health workers GYTTE trains 

� Construction of the “Tree of Life” Training Center in rural Tlancualpican 

� More than 500 rural technology tours of the “Tree of Life” Training Center  

� Annually countless people attend workshops and courses on alternative construction methods & materials, 

fuel-saving wood-burning stove construction, dry composting toilet construction, dehydration of fruit & 

vegetables, terracing, compost making & usage, worm farming, etc., etc. 

� Creation Stewardship Retreats for youth, families and clergy 

� Week-long Rural Development courses for villagers, seminary students and clergy  

� 10,000 animals distributed to farming families who were trained in livestock development during GYTTE’s 

first 15 years of operation while representing Heifer Project in Mexico 

� Hosting three to five work/study teams each year

the introduction to Jesus Christ was shared with those participating in the GYTTE
